Lastly, the grade you earn on the reassessment will fully replace the grade on your previous
assessment. You have the opportunity to earn back all the points you lost the first time around.

You must return this slip to me, completed and signed by your parent/guardian, no later than two days after
you receive your score on the assessment. After the two days are over, the opportunity is lost.
